The busy ellie webcam at Mahlasela Hide has a
huge fan base.

Tembe offers one of the best value for money
safaris you will find anywhere at just R1,600
(about £77) /person/night sharing including 2
guided game drives & all meals. 
Air-conditioned safari tents with ensuite
bathrooms and outdoor showers. 

Tembe Elephant Park is a "Big 5" game reserve on
KwaZulu-Natal's northern border with Mozambique.

The beautiful Lebombo Mountains are the perfect
backdrop to spotting wildlife on the banks of the
Pongola Game Reserve.

Antbear's décor and carved wooden furnishings are
all made on-site by local craftsmen - creating jobs.
Each suite has a private lounge area with cosy
fireplace, minibar - and spa bath. 

Some suites have lofts upstairs for families.  
There's a luxurious "cave"  suite with jacuzzi,
hammock - and views to die for -  Pure Berg Bliss!
Activities include hiking, horse trails, canoeing -
and even microlighting and hot air-ballooning!  

Antbear is an idyllic eco lodge tucked away in the
Drakensberg Mountains with views over the
Bushman’s River and Giants Castle mountain peak.
